Change: 
Establishes moratorium for storage, treatment, disposal of fracking waste or sale, 
manufacture or distribution of fracking waste byproducts until the DEEP Commissioner 
adopts regulatios subjecting such waste to state’s hazardous waste regulations. , 
Exempts waste created by geothermal or water well drilling from regulations. Allows 
DEEP Commissioner to issue permit for treatment of small amounts of fracking waste, 
up to 1,000 gal per year, during the regulatory process.
