AN ACT CONCERNING THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF 
UNWANTED MEDICATION.  
 
SUMMARY: 

This bill requires the State Police, in consultation with the 
Connecticut Pharmacists Association and Connecticut Police Chiefs 
Association, to develop and implement a program to collect and 
dispose of unwanted pharmaceuticals (medication). The program must 
provide for (1) a secure locked box accessible to the public 24 hours a 
day to drop off unwanted medication anonymously at all local police 
stations and State Police barracks and (2) transporting the medication 
to a biomedical waste treatment facility for incineration.  

The bill requires the State Police, within available appropriations, to 
organize a public awareness campaign to educate the public about the 
program and the dangers of unsafe medication disposal.   

It also allows the emergency services and public protection 
commissioner to adopt implementing regulations. 

EFFECTIVE DATE:  October 1, 2014
