Statement of Purpose: To: (1) Establish the crime of "criminal use of an unmanned aircraft", and
require persons convicted of using an unmanned aircraft that is equipped with a deadly weapon to be
subject to registration under the deadly weapon offender registry; (2) establish standards for the use of
unmanned aircraft by law enforcement agencies; and (3) provide for regulations to be adopted
concerning the use of unmanned aircraft in any state airspace that is not subject to federal regulation.
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
