THE CONNECTICUT TRAPPERS ASSOCIATION INC. with some 200 members, wholeheartedly
requests the Conservation and Development Appropriations Subcommittee to reinstate the
$195,000.00 needed to run the Kensington Hatchery.

This is the only hatchery in the state with the capability to raise Wild Atlantic Salmon([the king
of sport fish] and the Seeforellen Brown Trout from Finland.

The DEEP has been developing and improving their atlantic salmon and trout fisheries with
great success over the years. So much so, that many,many nonresident fisherman from all over
the eastern United States are coming to Connecticut to enjoy the atlantic salmon fresh water
fishing in two of our streams , the Shetucket and the Naugatuck rivers. In addition the
Farmington river now has the reputation of being one of the top two or three trout streams in
all of the eastern United States.

Obviously, the fine reputation of these fisheries is helping the local Connecticut economies.
The Kensington Hatchery is necessary to continue and expand this fine effort.
