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Better Budget Choices Exist For Connecticut

Better budget choices exist for Connecticut. While the Governor’s budget does introduce some revenue side
corrections, it seeks to balance Connecticut's budget primarily through reliance on cuts that will cost jobs, slow
economic growth, and devastate the vital public services we all care about. We can do better by incorporating
revenue options that (1) invest in our economy, (2) eliminate unfair tax breaks that are either outdated or
indefensible, and (3) ask more of those with the highest ability to pay.

The alternative to identifying new revenue sources are cuts that hurt those we care about: children and families
who need essential services, people with disabilities and the elderly who need caring services, schools that need
good teachers, and communities that need public safety.

There are better choices. We urge the General Assembly to protect the vital public structures and services upon
which our economy and our communities depend. We urge the General Assembly to demand accountability for
tax expenditures just like program expenditures. We urge the General Assembly to ask more from those who
can and should pay their fair share.
