I have been providing behavior analytic services to children, families, and school districts in Connecticut 
for the past 11 years. Through the use of Applied Behavior Analytic  methodologies I, alongside my 
teams, have effected positive change in the lives of hundreds of Connecticut children.  These changes 
include but are not limited to the reduction of maladaptive behaviors that threaten the safety and 
wellbeing of the individual, the acquisition of communication and social skills, and the acquisition of 
basic self-care and daily living skills.
