                I began working as an Applied Behavior Analyst Trainer in September 2006.  Within these 
approximate nine years I have focused on teaching academic skills, independent life skills, and 
implementing behavior plans to numerous students with autism and developmental disabilities.  The 
field of Applied Behavior Analysis has become a large part of my life.  Currently, I am completing my final 
steps to obtain a Master’s degree in Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) and to become a Board Certified 
Behavior Analyst.
