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AN ACT CONCERNING EMERGENCY MEDICAL TECHNICIANS 
CERTIFIED IN STATES NEAR CONNECTICUT. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 19a-179 of the general statutes be amended to allow 1 

emergency medical technicians who are certified by the National 2 

Registry of Emergency Medical Technicians and certified as an 3 

emergency medical technician in a state near Connecticut to work and 4 

volunteer in the state without having a certificate issued by the 5 

Commissioner of Public Health. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   

To allow emergency medical technicians in neighboring states to work 
and volunteer in the state without having to maintain a separate 
license or complete the state's educational requirements.
