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AN ACT CONCERNING A STUDY OF REGIONAL COOPERATIVE
ARRANGEMENTS BETWEEN LOCAL BOARDS OF EDUCATION.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

That the General Assembly direct the Legislative Program Review
and Investigations Committee to study how local boards of education
can reduce costs by cooperating on a regional basis, including, but not
limited to, the formation of regional school districts. Such study shall
identify (1) existing regional cooperative agreements, (2) obstacles to

expanding regional cooperation, and (3) solutions to encourage
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regional cooperation and the formation of regional school districts.

Statement of Purpose:

To require the Legislative Program Review and Investigations
Committee to study regional cooperative agreements between local
boards of education.
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
