"Sec. 501. Subsection (b) of section 45a-717 of the general statutes is 14 

repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from 15 

passage): 16 

(b) If a [party] respondent parent appears without counsel, the court 17 

shall inform such [party] respondent parent of the [party's] his or her 18 

right to counsel and upon request, if he or she is unable to pay for 19 

counsel, shall appoint counsel to represent such [party] respondent 20 

parent. No [party] respondent parent may waive counsel unless the 21 

court has first explained the nature and meaning of a petition for the 22 

termination of parental rights. Unless the appointment of counsel is 23 

required under section 46b-136, the court may appoint counsel to 24 

represent or appear on behalf of any child in a hearing held under this 25 

section to speak on behalf of the best interests of the child. If the 26 

respondent parent is unable to pay for [such respondent's] his or her 27 

own counsel or if the child or the parent or guardian of the child is 28 

unable to pay for the child's counsel, in the case of a Superior Court 29 

matter, the reasonable compensation of counsel appointed for the 30 

respondent parent or the child shall be established by, and paid from 31 

funds appropriated to, the Judicial Department and, in the case of a 32 

Probate Court matter, the reasonable compensation of counsel 33 

appointed for the respondent parent or the child shall be established 34 

by, and paid from funds appropriated to, the Judicial Department, 35 

however, in the case of a Probate Court matter, if funds have not been 36 

included in the budget of the Judicial Department for such purposes, 37 

such compensation shall be established by the Probate Court 38 

Administrator and paid from the Probate Court Administration Fund." 39
