
Megan Davenport  Bill 6824 testimony 

My name is Megan Davenport and I am here to testify regarding Bill 6824, an act concerning the State budget, and I am 

requesting that the appropriations committee reallocate the Governor’s Budget’s proposed increases for school choice 

programs more equitably to include 7.5 million of those increases for agriscience programs.
