I am writing regarding HB 5734 and Proposed Bill No. 38 – an act providing funding for Urban Oaks 
Organic Farm in New Britain. I am a longtime supporter of Urban Oaks Organic Farm – an educator, 
health coach and bestselling cookbook author – and have been bringing people to this farm for over a 
decade to teach them about real food, grown from green plants and not processing plants, and how and 
why that supports good health. Urban Oaks provides essential education, connection and nourishment 
far beyond the bounty of nutritious produce they grow and provide to their own community and the 
region.
