history records check conducted in accordance with section 29-17a of 8 

the general statutes. In making a decision with regard to promotion of 9 

such faculty member, the institution or constituent unit shall consider 10 

the results of such records check in accordance with any applicable 11 

provisions of the employment contract between such faculty member 12 

and such institution and of the collective bargaining agreement 13 

applicable to such faculty member. 14
