Autistic adults who need a "sheltered" setting to continue living 

their lives successfully depend on support from the taxpayers.  We have spent huge amounts of money 

to educate these individuals to their highest potential--  only to send them back home to elderly families 

or, worse yet, foster homes when parents die?  Monies spent providing financial assistance to such 

individuals is an excellent use of my tax dollars.
