Statement of purpose: Pursuant to Public Act 04-137, the revised regulations reflect the 
elimination of the eligible to be certified step in the certification process of local fn·e 
officials. Effective October I, 2014, an individual who meets the newly added 
prerequisites detailed in statute and passes the exam will be cettified by the state. 
Whether such person is ever appointed to a local position will have no effect on their 
certification.
