Good Morning - My husband and | write to you today in hopes that you can help prevent our
beautiful corner property located at 130 Tokeneke Drive in North Haven, CT from being
destroyed by the Ul Company.

We were notified yesterday by Ul that they plan to remove our hemlock trees on the Round Hill
side of our property on March 9th and we are devastated. The Ul also stated they want to trim
the trees in front of our home also. We hired a private tree contractor last year to do this very
trimming.

As you can see from the photo below, we take great pride in our corner property. Under no
circumstances would we ever want to inconvenience anyone with loss of power, but there must
be another way than to destroy our beautiful Millbrook neighborhood in North Haven.

We have owned this Tokeneke Drive property for ten years and during this period we have
continually hired private tree contractors to maintain our trees. The hemlocks were inherited
from the previous owner which have been trimmed and sprayed yearly. If these trees are
removed down to the stumps with NO intention of replacing with other plantings our property
privacy will be destroyed and the back yard will be exposed on the Round Hill Road side.

This process seems so unjust - why as homeowners are we expected to take on this enormous
expense to replace planting destroyed by the UI? Can anyone help?
