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The Connecticut Council of Small Towns (COST) opposes provisions in SB-421, AN ACT
CONCERNING COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT AND THE NEIGHBORHOOD
ASSISTANCE ACT, which requires municipalities to create Community Investment Boards.

Although the bill, as drafted, is limited to municipalities with a population of more than 50,000,
COST is concerned that it establishes a very troubling precedent. By authorizing Community
Investment Boards, whose members are not elected by the people, to dictate municipal spending
policies, the bill usurps authority that is appropriately vested in our local governments and our
citizens.

COST urges rejection of SB-421.

COST is an advocacy organization committed to giving small towns a strong voice in the
legislative process. Its members are Connecticut towns with populations of less than 30,000.
COST champions the major policy needs and concerns of Connecticut’s suburban and rural
towns.
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
