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AN ACT CONCERNING THE TOWN SCHOOL COMMITTEE IN THE 
TOWN OF BROOKLYN. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Section 2 of number 256 of the special acts of 1929, as 1 

amended by number 367 of the special acts of 1931, is amended to read 2 

as follows (Effective from passage): 3 

At the biennial election of the town of Brooklyn to be held on the 4 

first Monday of October, 1931, and biennially thereafter, there shall be 5 

elected three members of the board of assessors, and three members of 6 

the board of relief, each of whom shall hold office for two years from 7 

the date of his election and until his successor shall be elected and shall 8 

have qualified; and there shall be elected at said biennial election held 9 

on the first Monday of October, 1931, and biennially thereafter, six 10 

members of the town school committee, [three of whom shall be from 11 

each major political party, and] each of whom shall hold office for two 12 

years from the date of his election or until his successor shall be elected 13 

and shall have qualified. 14 
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This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections:

To eliminate the requirement that the six-member Brooklyn town 
school committee be comprised of three members from each of the two 
major political parties.
