Commissioner for a hearing on the merits. 15 

Sec. 4. (a) That, notwithstanding the failure to file a claim against the 16 

state within the time limitations specified by subsection (a) of section 17 

4-148 of the general statutes, Kenneth J. Krayeske is authorized 18 

pursuant to the provisions of subsection (b) of section 4-148 of the 19 

general statutes to present his claim, file number 22750, against the 20 

state to the Claims Commissioner. The General Assembly deems such 21 

authorization to be just and equitable and finds that such authorization 22 

is supported by compelling equitable circumstances and would serve a 23 

public purpose and accordingly, in accordance with the provisions of 24 

subdivision (4) of subsection (b) of section 4-159 of the general statutes, 25 

remands the claim to the Claims Commissioner for a hearing on the 26 

merits of such claim. 27 

(b) That the state shall be barred from setting up the failure to 28 

comply with the provisions of section 4-148 of the general statutes, 29 

from denying that notice of the claim was properly and timely given 30 

pursuant to section 4-148 of the general statutes and from setting up 31 

the fact that the claim had once been considered by the Claims 32 

Commissioner, by the General Assembly or in a judicial proceeding as 33 

defenses to such claim.
