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 Given Connecticut's extremely onerous overall tax rate applied to its [tax paying] citizens 

anyway, many retirees leave Connecticut to avoid being taxed on their limited income just before 

or after retiring. 

 

Connecticut needs to completely eliminate its income tax on Social Security benefits to 

individual recipients with adjusted gross incomes less than $75,000 per year to better enable such 

retirees who prefer to remain in Connecticut - do so.
