DRAFT PROPOSAL FOR REGIONAL EDUCATIONAL MEETINGS RE HEALTH NEIGHBORHOODS:
The following was agreed to:
[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  Complex Care Committee will reach out to those on its mailing lists, which covers all major provider groups in the state.  Organizations will be asked if they can host a regional meeting in one of the five DSS regions, and/or if they will distribute information to their broad networks or constituencies. DSS regions will be used: (kate--Please determine if these regions are accurate.  I really think we should attach to the request for host organizations a list of regions and towns they include.  I think DSS should do the draft solicitation letter that we will send out.)
a.  Three Regions- Northern, Southern And Western.  
b.  Sub- Regions-Western( Stamford, Bridgeport, Danbury, Waterbury, Torrington) Southern( New Haven, Middletown, Norwich), Northern ( New Britain, Hartford, Manchester, Willimantic
2.  The educational meetings will be open to anyone who wants to attend.  However, providers will be the primary audience. (See Attached document related to composition and requirements for Health Neighborhoods.  I would suggest that this should go out with the notice).   Once Health Neighborhoods are formed, DSS will do outreach and education to consumer, consumer groups, and advocates. 
3.  Tentative dates in July and early August will be set for each Region.  However, these will be dependent upon DSS completing its Memorandum of Understanding with CMS.
4.  Once dates are set, DSS will request that provider trade groups and hosting organizations publicize the meeting times and locations and  the Health Neighborhood overview (referenced in #2) to their respective mailing lists.  In addition, CCC will send this information to its mailing list. 
5.  Hosts of different types will be sought across the state so that no one group appears to be "preferred."
