Parent Recruitment & Mentoring Program

· Edith Ouellet provided an update:  she has made community contacts that will assist in parent recruitment and she is developing materials for this program.

· Ms. Ouellet will attend the Covering Kids meeting is July 24th  and can answer questions about this program.   SC members are invited and encouraged to attend. 

·  Ms. Ouellet had contacted the parent participant that attended the June meeting for follow up discussion: 

· Deanna Boast expressed interest and intent to attend future meetings.

· She identified meeting topics that were unfamiliar to her; this supports the importance of parent orientation and ongoing mentoring to the Council/SC.

· ACS & DSS followed up on the family’s HUSKY enrollment status.
Uninsured Newborn Initiative (click on icon below for list of participating hospitals)
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· Twenty-two (22) CT and 2 border hospitals have signed onto the newborn initiative; the SC recognized the positive increase in hospital participation over the last month.  
· The SC had asked DSS to consider ‘best collaborative practices’ for community-level entities and hospitals to ensure this initiative achieves the goal of insuring all uninsured newborns before discharge. Covering Kids July meeting will also address this in a ‘break-out’ session. 
· Deb Crane described a “bumpy start” in Windham that illustrates potential ‘system’ issues as other sites participate in the initiative.  ACS noted an increase in fax volume from hospitals since the end of June.
· ACS reported that since Jan. 2008, ninety-nine (99) newborns have been enrolled in HUSKY B.  SC asked for numbers of HUSKY A newborns enrolled during that time period.  DSS will provide this information.

Continuous Health Coverage Beyond the Post Partum Period

Senator Harp had requested DSS look at a process that will provide, where possible, continuous health coverage for the Medicaid pregnant women after the 60-day post partum period.  Many women may be income eligible for Medicaid family coverage after delivery; however the Medicaid pregnant women >185% FPL may not be eligible for HUSKY but may be eligible for other Medicaid coverage or Charter Oak Health Plan.  DSS will develop a process that would also apply to HUSKY parents whose income change exceeds HUSKY A eligibility and bring back their plans to the SC.

Charter Oak Health Plan (COHP) – Public Response

ACS is responsible for enrolling COHP members as well as screening applications for other public programs, sending potential Medicaid applications to DSS and determining HUSKY B eligibility.  Calls for COHP are processed through ACS and their over-flow call contracted vendor: as of July 14th there have been 8,665 calls, 2,616 “quick start” applications and of 7-11-08 47 COHP applicants have been approved, three have chosen a plan and are enrolled in COHP.

HUSKY Program

Three health plans, CHNCT, Aetna and Americhoice, will participate as at-risk MCOs for HUSKY A, B and COHP. CHNCT is further expanding their provider network for COHP.  The two new MCOs are in the process of developing provider (PCP and specialty) networks.  The network development report presented at the July 11 MMCC meeting shows limited provider networks for the 2 new plans.  DSS is monitoring network changes daily.  Subcommittee members expressed strong concern that the network numbers are so limited 7 weeks from the planned 1st county enrollment in September. The Subcommittee requested:
· An updated network report from Anthem (received)
· Weekly network reports that have been requested by the Council Chair be available also to the Access SC (request conveyed to DSS – click on icons below for 7-11 & 7-18 network status reports, note that 7-18 format changed to reflect hospital-based & non-HB  providers).
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HUSKY Anthem & FFS members will begin receiving letters about choosing another health plan.  The letter is in draft form.  The SC requested:

· Receipt of the draft letter for review and DSS consider SC suggestions for inclusion in the letter. (Update: Rose Ciarcia said she will accept and review SC input for the letter.)
· DSS monitor ‘returned” member mailings for a percentage of undelivered notices, reporting this back to the SC.
The Subcommittee also suggested that Public Service Announcements (PSAs), used currently to promote Charter Oak Health Plan, be developed for the counties that are being transitioned to the new managed care system. 

Sue Greeno, Co-Chair of the Subcommittee, will be leaving the Access to Care program at the end of July and resign as Co-Chair since she will not be involved at the community level. Her participation and leadership in the SC, along with Christine Bianchi, was commended by the SC.
