Access and Availability of Breasts Pumps through Medicaid
Key Points of Discussion: 
· DSS covers breast pumps and have always covered breast pumps. 

· Are there different codes for hand pumps, hospital grade pump? No E1399 Codes. 
· How would you know what type of pump someone needed?  

· Clarity of what type of codes. Diagnostic Codes and Service Code. Durable Medical Code- HIPIC Code for all breast pumps. 

· E0602- Manual 

· E0603- Electronic 

· E1399 –Hospital Grade 

· There was distribution of two forms- Prescription forms. There was discussion of a form. 

· There was a recommendation to put the specific HIPIC Codes for the Specific Pumps you want. Dispense that or tell you what they want. 

· Erin Jones provided an example of how there hospital grade pumps couldn’t get dispensed by the Hispanic Health Council. Especially necessary for NICU babies.

· DSS said the provider can write a prescription for a hospital grade pump.

· Hospital grade pump- The Prior Authorization is straight forward. 

· NICU- Intensive Care Management is available through the ASO. 
· There was discussion about Durable Medical Equipment for an out-patient. 

· Question of the pharmacy- where they can get the pumps. 

· DSS has received no requests for any of these pumps. 

· Contact DPH to work with them. 

· Contact Dr. Zavoski to work with them

· Clarify Medicaid breast pumps coverage. 

· Sen. Gerratana has been working with CT Breast Feeding Coalition. 

· Discussion of the timeline of the committee to discuss of breast pumps. Nothing has happened with this.

· There was a discussion about Hospital rules and Medicaid rules.

· Are other states- Conversations with other CMS people? 

· Coverage and access of the pumps for women who have Medicaid.  Write on the existing form and see if its gets dispensed. Need to submit a claim for a Hospital grade- double electronic pump.

· There was discussion about the two manufactures and how have there been none available.

· Sent the information to the committee. 

Pay 4 Performance update and conversation on the point distribution draft

· Advisory group met last month to finalize the proposed plan. Proposed OB –p4p payment methodology. Agreed upon by the group without any changes. Policy Transmittal working on now to send to provider groups. Policy transmittal will be sent out August 1, 2013. Is it total cumulative points or % of delivery. Total up number of points. Divide up by money. 
· Done by the end of the period. Appropriated at the second year of the biannual budget. The money appropriated will be there by next July. 

· Incentive is that it is better care. Cumulative points across the patient. Counting across the board. 

· Needs preinatal care- medical confirmation. 14 days from there. 

· Incentivizing how to get them into preinatal care. Issue of how were they going to document the phone call. 

· Counting points and rewarding in 2015. 1 year of performance. 6 month period after that with all the claims. Count up all the points and divide by 1.2 million and see how it is distributed. 

· Is there any way to track if this improves outcomes? C- Section Rates if they change. NICU Admissions will go down and look at other measures too. See if they can track NICU length of stay. Interesting model for other states. Other states are doing managed care. Being done with all state money. See in the long term- you ought to allow states to do this. Did not have data before and did not have before with the OB Claims. 

· Process for ICM= OPT In Process. Send to the provider. Outcomes for the initial assessment. Care Plan. Can identify that person of care is. 

Healthy Start Update- 
· How we might know the direction of the program. DSS directed the committee to contact Commissioner or Office of Public and Government Affairs to ask the status of that. Maria will peruse. With the office. Or contact Karen Foley Shane. 
Role of ASO in facilitating perinatal depression referrals 
· How they can support members and providers.
