Maria Damiani from Healthy Start New Haven, CT makes comments about having the need for better coordination in Healthy Start and communication with Healthy Start. New Haven’s Healthy Start does intense case management. Healthy Start program doesn’t know where it’s going to land. She stressed the importance about what makes the most sense for the women and families that we serve. They are making sure they are in a medical home. Most of the women coming in are undocumented. A lot of this happened without provider and consumer input. 

Gagliardi makes comments about the legislation that was passed last session. DSS and DPH what would be the best interest of this interest. 

Sen. Gerratana made comments about the consolidation to the office child to early childhood. A lot of education is moved there to healthy start. There were problems with contracts and the chain of command is not clear. Contact the office of the health care advocate.

Spend a lot of time with application assistance on Medicaid.
