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From the Federal Deficit Reduction Act of 2005

SSI and Medicare Recipients are exempt from the requirement once receipt is verified - SX,BX (see SDX alien/citizen codes on pg. 2) 

Applies to all Medical Coverage Groups except F06, F10, F11, M04, SMA and HUSKY B.


*  Affidavits for citizenship (W-1007) should only be used in rare circumstances when DSS is unable to obtain evidence of citizenship from any other source listed.  Two different individuals must supply affidavits. At least one of these individuals must not be related to the client.  Each individual must have personal knowledge of the event(s) establishing the applicant’s claim of citizenship; for example, the date and place of the applicant’s birth in the United States.  The signers must also provide proof of both their own citizenship and identity for the affidavit to be accepted.  If the signers also have knowledge about why documentary evidence of the person’s claim of citizenship cannot be obtained, this should be included in the same affidavit.  Otherwise, the client must sign a separate affidavit (W-1008) explaining why documentary evidence of citizenship cannot be obtained.  

Good faith effort to obtain documents:

If the applicant or recipient tries in good faith to present satisfactory documentation, but is unable because the documents are not available, DSS should assist the individual in securing these documents. 

If the applicant or recipient cannot obtain the necessary documents and needs assistance (i.e., is homeless, mentally impaired, or physically incapacitated), and lacks someone who can act on their behalf, then DSS should assist the client in documenting U.S. citizenship and identity.  

Copying note:  Clarification from the Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security states DSS is allowed to copy Certificates of Naturalization and Certificates of U.S. Citizenship. It is considered a lawful copy, as DSS is a state agency that issues benefits. The document can be photo copied or scanned and placed in the client’s file.

2. EMS will have new valid values for citizenship and identity verification codes.  Screen prints of the new ID field on DEM2 and new will be added to this document once available.  
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The following primary documents may be accepted as both proof of citizenship and identity:


A current or expired U.S. passport with no stated limitations; (US) or


A Certificate of Naturalization (DHS Forms N-550 or N-570): (CN) or


A Certificate of U.S. Citizenship (DHS Forms N-560 or N-561) (CU)


With these, only one document is needed!  Otherwise both items will have to be documented separately requiring one document for citizenship and one for identity according to the lists below.





Proof of Citizenship only:     


Exhaust each level before moving onto the next one.  See policy for full details.


Secondary documents:


A U.S. public record of birth if issued or amended before age 5 .UB, or a Form W-1003 returned by a state vital statistics agency  PH


A Report of Birth Abroad of a U.S. Citizen (Form FS-545 - CB, Form FS-240 - RB, or DS-1350 - CD). 


A U.S. Citizen I.D. card (DHS Form I-197 or I-179).  UC


Final adoption decree (must show child’s name and U.S. place of birth) – if adoption pending, call FST   AD


Evidence of US civil service employment prior to 6/1/76  CE


An official military record showing a U.S. place of birth.   MR


A U.S. public record of birth showing birth in Puerto Rico on or after 1/13/41.  If before this date, or from another U.S. territory or possession, check policy. UB    


Third level documents:  generally a non-government document


A U.S. hospital record of birth on hospital letterhead that was established at the time of birth and created at least 5 years before the initial application date.  Do not accept the souvenir B/C!   For children (16, document must have been created near the time of birth or 5 years before the application date.  HR


Life, health, or other insurance record showing a U.S. place of birth that was created at least 5 years before the initial application date.   IR 


Fourth level documents:  rarely used


Federal or state census record – for instructions on how to obtain, call the Family Support Team (FST)   CR


Admission papers, indicating a US place of birth, from a nursing home or other institution which were     created at least 5 years before the initial application date.  IP 


Medical record indicating a US place of birth that was created at least 5 years before the initial application date.  For children (16, document must have been created near the time of birth or 5 years before the application date.  Immunization records do not count.  MD


Other document showing U.S. place of birth created at least 5 years before the initial application for Medicaid: Seneca  TR or Navajo Indian NI  tribal census; an amended U.S. public birth record that is amended more than 5 years after the person’s birth AB; US State Vital Statistics official notification of birth registration VS; or a physician/midwife statement (who was in attendance at the birth). BS

Proof of Identity only:


A state driver’s license bearing the individual’s picture or name, DOB, address and description.  DL


A federal ID, state IC, or local gov’t ID issued identity card bearing the individual’s picture or name, DOB, address and description.


Certificate of Indian Blood IB or other U.S. tribal document.  TR


School identification card with a photograph SI


U.S. military card or draft record  MR


Military dependent's id card  MI
