FMAP Bonanza

		No state scheduled to experience a decrease in FMAP will actually go down.



		Recession adjustment period – October 1, 2008 – December 31, 2010.



		Every state gets a 6.2% increase.



		Additional “bonus” points for high unemployment.



		Connecticut:  50% to close to 60% FMAP.



		Total yield:  $1.3 billion.









SCHIP



FMAP increase does not apply to SCHIP.



		Connecticut - $7 million/yr.



DSH



All state DSH Caps will increase by 2.5% (2009 and 2010)







Maintenance of Effort

“a State is not eligible for an increase in its FMAP…if eligibility standards, methodologies, or procedures under its state plan under Title XIX of the Social Security Act (including any waiver under such title), or under section 1115 of such Act are more restrictive than the eligibility standards, methodologies, or procedures…under such plan (or waiver) as in effect July 1, 2008”

Further Conditions

		Can’t use the money for a “Rainy Day Fund.”



		Medicaid to certify MOE compliance quarterly.



		Additional FMAP to be shared with local subdivisions [counties, towns where applicable].



		No increased FMAP above 100% [IHS], no increase for DSH or Admin., no increase for eligibility expansions.









Prompt Payment

		State to report daily that it meets the Title XIX prompt payment standards.





		  90% of clean claims in 30 days

		  99% of clean claims in 90 days





		Unclear as to whether this reporting requirement applies to MCO’s.

CHIP Reauthorization

		Funding through 2013

		Increased allotments

		New formula to divide allotments across states

		2009 allotment will be set at 110% of highest of



SFY 08 spending adjusted for inflation and enrollment growth; 

SFY 08 allotment adjusted for inflation and enrollment growth; or

The state’s projected spending of federal CHIP funds in FY 09, as reflected in Feb. 09 projections

		Mechanism for re-basing formula every 2 years









CHIP Reauthorization

		Reduces time during which states must use allotment from 3 to 2 yrs

		After 2 yrs, unused funds are distributed to other states 

		Contingency Fund

		20% of national allotment to fill SCHIP funding shortfalls in the future









CHIP Reauthorization

		Gives states option to eliminate 5 year waiting period for legal immigrant children and pregnant women 

		Option to cover pregnant women, at same income level as children, without a waiver

		Coverage under CHIP to 300% and allows for coverage above 300% at the Medicaid match rate









CHIP Reauthorization

		Elimination of adult coverage - no new waivers, phase-out for states that cover adults

		For states which expanded Medicaid coverage for children prior to CHIP, allows states to draw down the difference between the Medicaid match rate and the SCHIP rate for children in families w/incomes >133% FPL (prev. 150%) 









CHIP Reauthorization

		Applies citizenship and identify verification to CHIP

		Streamlines citizenship verification requirements

		Electronic match with Social Security

		Receive coverage while verification is pending if all other eligibility requirements have been met

		Verification not needed for newborns born to Medicaid enrolled Mom  

		









CHIP Reauthorization

		Express Lane eligibility

		Allows use of information from other programs to determine or re-determine eligibility for Medicaid and CHIP 

		Performance Bonuses

		For exceeding enrollment target levels

		To qualify for performance bonus, state must also implement at least 5 of eight enrollment and renewal simplification measures  









CHIP Reauthorization

		75% match rate for translation and interpretation services related to enrollment of, retention of and use of services by children

		Outreach 

		$10 mil for national campaign

		$90 mil for grants to state & local governments and other orgs., such as FQHCs, DSH hospitals, WIC, school lunch programs   

		$10mil of $90mil to Indian Health Service providers and organizations serving Native Americans in urban areas 









CHIP Reauthorization

		Directs HHS to develop a Pediatric Quality Measures program for Medicaid and CHIP

		Standardized reporting format across states

		Core set of child health quality measures

		HHS to provide states with technical assistance in adopting and utilizing child health quality measures

		Grants to 10 states and child health providers to use and test child health quality measures and promote use of health information technology









CHIP Reauthorization

		Requires HHS to establish a program to encourage the development of model EHR for children in Medicaid and CHIP

		Applies Medicaid managed care standards to CHIP, such as:

		Beneficiary protections

		Quality assurance standards









CHIP Reauthorization

		Premium Assistance 

		Amends ERISA law by establishing that loss or gain of Medicaid or CHIP coverage counts as a “qualifying event” for enrollment into ESI

		Employers must contribute at lease 40% of cost

		ESI benefit package must meet actuarial equivalency of CHIP coverage, or provide wrap around 

		Allows for inclusion of cost of covering parents in assessing cost-effectiveness 









CHIP Reauthorization

		Provisions already met in CT

		Requires dental coverage 

		Does not require coverage of mental health services, but requires mental health parity for states which provide mental health coverage 

		Requires CHIP reimbursement to FQHCs and RHCs based on Medicaid’s payment system

		Provide services under CHIP through SBHCs
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Out of Network Requests

		Requests may include more than one service or visit

		There may be multiple requests from a member for the same or different provider

		Providers are counted once per plan regardless of the # of services or visits
