2. After an investigation of coverage continuity and gaps in coverage, we have found that in 2013:
1. Most children (86.5%) were enrolled without gaps in coverage, about the same as in the previous year but improved over 2010;
1. Children in HUSKY B were more likely than children in HUSKY A to experience gaps in coverage and the rate increased with HUSKY premium band (cost-sharing);
1. Babies turning one and adolescents turning 18 are still more likely than children of other ages to lose coverage when age alone triggers a redetermination of eligibility;
1. Among children who returned to the HUSKY Program, the gaps in coverage averaged 2-3 months, suggesting that these children were eligible all along.
2. In an investigation into how length of enrollment affects utilization of preventive care, we found that:
1. Children who were enrolled 11-12 months were 10 times more likely to have had well-child care or preventive dental care than children who were enrolled 3 months or less;
1. The differences in utilization associated with length of enrollment were evident and consistent in every age group
