There will be no impact on the work of the Department
of Liquor Control as a result of the passage of this
bill as amended.

Currently, remonstrances could be filed by town
residents upon the application for a liguor permit and
renewals of liguor permits. There is no potential for
an increased number of hearings that would be conducted
by the department.

There will Dbe a minimal revenue gain with
constables, other than those who have law enforcement
duties, allowed to have permits for the sale of

alcoholic liquor.

House "B" allows constables who do not have law
enforcement duties to have permits for the sale of
alcoholic liquor.
