EXPLANATION OF ESTIMATES:

STATE IMPACT: The passage of this bill would result in
a minimal revenue loss and savings to the Department of
Public Safety (DPS). The bill eliminates tent
exhibitions from the definition of amusements that are
subject to licensure regulation by the Department. This
would result in a minimal revenue loss that cannot be
determined at this time (but that varies widely from
year to year). It should also result in savings to the
Department by not having to provide DPS personnel to
inspect tent exhibitions. The bill would require local
fire marshals to perform these inspections and enforce
tent regulations,

MUNICIPAL IMPACT: The passage of this bill would result

in no fiscal impact on municipalities. While the bill
would require local fire marshals to perform inspection
and enforcement duties currently provided by DPS, local
fire marshals and building officials are already
required to inspect these tents under their respective
codes.
