Senate, March 26, 1998. The Committee on
General Law reported through SEN. COLAPIETRO, 31st
DIST., Chairman of the Committee on the part of
the Senate, that the substitute bill ought to
pass.

AN ACT CONCERNING HOME IMPROVEMENT CONTRACTORS,
PHARMACY, BOXING, THE CONNECTICUT ALCOHOL AND DRUG
POLICY COUNCIL, AND CERTAIN OTHER PROVISIONS UNDER
THE JURISDICTION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF CONSUMER
PROTECTION.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives in General Assembly convened:

Section 1. Section 20-427 of the general
statutes 1is repealed and the following is
substituted in lieu thereof:

(a) Each person engaged 1in making home
improvements shall (1) exhibit his certificate of
registration upon request by any interested party,
(2) state in any advertisement the fact that he is
registered, and (3) include his registration
number in any advertisement.

(b) No person shall: (1) Present or attempt
to present, as his own, the certificate of
another, (2) knowingly give false evidence of a
material nature to the commissioner for the
purpose of procuring a certificate, (3) represent
himself falsely as, or impersonate, a registered
home improvement contractor or salesman, (4) use
or attempt to use a certificate which has expired
or which has been suspended or revoked, (5) offer
to make or make any home improvement without
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having a current certificate of registration under
this chapter, (6) represent in any manner that his
registration constitutes an endorsement of the
quality of his workmanship or of his competency by
the commissioner, (7) employ or allow any person
to act as a salesman on his behalf wunless such
person is registered as a home improvement
salesman, or (8) fail to refund the amount paid
for a home improvement within ten days of a
written request mailed or delivered to the
contractor’s last known address, if no substantial
portion of the contracted work has been performed
at the time of the request and more than thirty
days has elapsed since the starting date specified
in the written contract, or more than thirty days
has elapsed since the date of the contract if such
contract does not specify a starting date.

(c) In addition to any other remedy provided
for in this chapter, (1) any person who violates
any provision of subsection (b) of this section,
except subdivision (8), shall be guilty of a class
B misdemeanor and (2) any person who violates the
provisions of subdivision (8) of subsection (b) of
this section shall be guilty of a class B
misdemeanor if the home improvement that is
offered or made has a total cash price of ten
thousand dollars or less and shall be guilty of a
class A misdemeanor if the home improvement that
is offered or made has a total cash price of more
than ten thousand dollars. Notwithstanding
subsection (d) of section 53a-29 or section
54-56e, 1if the court determines that a contractor
cannot fully repay his victims within the period
of probation established in subsection (d) of
section 53a-29 or section 54-56e, the court may
impose probation for a period of not more than
five years. A violation of any of the provisions
of this chapter shall be deemed an unfair or
deceptive trade practice under subsection (a) of
section 42-110b.

(d) The commissioner may, after notice and
hearing in accordance with the provisions of
chapter 54, impose a civil penalty on any person
who engages in or practices the work or occupation
for which a certificate of registration is
required by this chapter without having first
obtained such a certificate of registration or who
wilfully employs or supplies for employment a
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person who does not have such a certificate of
registration or who wilfully and falsely pretends
to qualify to engage in or practice such work or
occupation, or who engages in or practices any of
the work or occupations for which a certificate of
registration is required by this chapter after the
expiration of his certificate of registration or
who violates any of the provisions of this chapter
or the regulations adopted pursuant thereto. Such
penalty shall be in an amount not more than five
hundred dollars for a first wviolation of this
subsection, not more than seven hundred fifty
dollars for a second violation of this subsection
occurring not more than three years after a prior
violation and not more than one thousand five
hundred dollars for a third or subsequent
violation of this subsection occurring not more
than three years after a prior violation. Any
civil penalty collected pursuant to this
subsection shall be deposited in the Consumer
Protection Enforcement Fund established in section
2la-8a.

(e) Certificates issued to home improvement
contractors or salesmen shall not be transferable
or assignable.

(£) All certificates issued under the
provisions of this chapter shall expire annually.
The fee for renewal of a certificate shall be the
same as the fee charged for an original
application.

[{(g) A certificate shall not be restored
unless it is renewed not later than one year after
its expiration.]

[(h)] (g) Failure to receive a notice of
expiration or a renewal application shall not
exempt a contractor or salesman from the
obligation to renew.

[(i)] (h) No contractor shall commence work
unless each applicable building or construction
permit has been obtained as may be required under
the general statutes or local ordinances.

Sec. 2. Section 20-432 of the general
statutes, as amended by public act 97-129, 1is
amended by adding subsection (p) as follows:

(NEW) (p) Notwithstanding the provisions of
this section, the commissioner may, in his
discretion, order restitution from the guaranty
fund if: (1) An owner has contracted for home
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improvements with a corporation that does not hold
a certificate under this chapter; (2) the owner
has obtained a judgment against such corporation;
(3) one of the officers of the corporation is a
contractor holding a certificate wunder this
c¢hapter; and (4) the owner had reason to believe
that such contractor and the corporation were
holders of certificates under this chapter at the
time the contract was signed.

Sec. 3. Section 20-581 of the general
statutes 1is repealed and the following is
substituted in lieu thereof:

Any person who violates any provision of
sections 20-570 to [20-625] 20-630, inclusive, for
the wviolation of which no other penalty has been
provided shall be fined not more than five
thousand dollars or imprisoned not more than five
years or both. For purposes of this section, each
instance of patient contact or consultation that
is in wviolation of any provision of sections
20-570 to [20-625] 20-630, inclusive, shall be a
separate offense. Failure to renew a license in a
timely manner is not a violation for the purposes
of this section.

Sec. 4. Subsection (a) of section 20-597 of
the general statutes is repealed and the following
is substituted in lieu thereof:

(a) No place of business may be operated as a
pharmacy unless a pharmacy license has been issued
for the place of business and unless it is under
the direct supervision of a pharmacist on the
premisesL EXCEPT THAT THE COMMISSIONER, WITH THE
ADVICE AND ASSISTANCE OF THE COMMISSION, SHALL
ADOPT REGULATIONS, IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 54,
THAT SPECIFY WHEN A PHARMACY MAY REMAIN OPEN FOR
BUSINESS DURING HOURS WHEN A PHARMACIST IS NOT
PRESENT AND DIRECTLY SUPERVISING SUCH PHARMACY.
SUCH REGULATIONS SHALL INCLUDE, BUT NOT BE LIMITED
TO: (1) A PROVISION REQUIRING THAT THE
PRESCRIPTION DEPARTMENT BE CLOSED AND PROPERLY
SECURED DURING TIMES WHEN A PHARMACIST IS NOT

PRESENT; (2) THE MINIMUM NUMBER OF HOURS OF
OPERATION APPLICABLE TO THE PRESCRIPTION
DEPARTMENT; (3) REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PHYSICAL
SECURITY OF THE PRESCRIPTION DEPARTMENT; (4)

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE PHYSICAL SECURITY OF LEGEND
DRUGS, CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES AND LEGEND DEVICES
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STORED IN ALL AREAS OF THE PHARMACY; AND (5) A
DEFINITION OF THE TERM "PRESCRIPTION DEPARTMENT".

either from the expenses of any amateur boxing
program or the expenses of training or for taking
part therein. No person shall appear as a
contestant in such amateur boxing exhibition
unless he wears protective headgear, boxing gloves
not less than twelve ounces, has not appeared as a
contestant within twenty-four hours or who prior
thereto has received any compensation or reward in
any form for displaying, exercising, or rendering
services of any kind to any athletic organization,
or to any person or persons, as trainer, coach,
instructor, or who otherwise may have been
employed in any professional capacity by reason of
his athletic skill or knowledge. For the purpose
of this section, a prize such as a medal, trophy,
watch, ring or other Jjewelry, or articles of
wearing apparel may be awarded to any contestant

and shall not be considered money, reward or

compensation. Any contestant may be reimbursed

‘with money for such reasonable expenses as may be

incurred by him in traveling to and from such
amateur boxing exhibition, subject to the approval
of the Commissioner of Consumer Protection. The
commissioner shall adopt regulations, in
accordance with chapter 54, concerning the age of
the participants in amateur boxing exhibitions.

Sec. 8. Section 2l1a-203 of the general
statutes 1is repealed and the following is
substituted in lieu thereof:
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No boxing exhibition shall consist of more
than [fifteen] TWELVE rounds and each round shall
be no longer than three nor less than two minutes
in duration. [In all exhibitions, if a contestant
who has been knocked down arises before the count
of ten seconds, the referee shall complete a count
of eight seconds and assure himself that the
contestant is fit to continue. The referee may, in
his discretion, order a standing knockdown and a
mandatory eight count if a contestant is taking a
severe beating and is apparently defenseless but
is not knocked down. The standing knockdown shall
be treated in all respects, including scoring, as

a knockdown.] No boxing exhibition shall be
conducted unless a referee approved by the
Commissioner of Consumer Protection is in
attendance and directs and controls the
exhibition.

No person under eighteen years of age shall
be admitted to any professional boxing exhibition,
[provided any person fourteen years of age or over
may be admitted] EXCEPT when accompanied by [his]

substituted in lieu thereof:

An application for registration pursuant to
this chapter shall be made upon a form provided by
the Commissioner of Consumer Protection and shall
be accompanied by a fee of [twenty-five] TEN

dollars for [biennial licensure] ANNUAL
REGISTRATION, except that [in the case of a
licensed wholesaler, licensed manufacturer,
licensed or registered laboratory, municipal,

state or federal employee, said fee shall be
waived. This exception shall not apply to a
practitioner privately employed who 1is also
employed in any capacity by] NO FEE SHALL BE
CHARGED FOR A PRACTITIONER WHO OBTAINS SUCH
REGISTRATION PURSUANT TO HIS EMPLOYMENT WITH a
municipality, this state or the federal
government.

(b) The council shall consist of the
following members: (1) The Secretary of the Office
of Policy and Management, or his designee; (2) the
Commissioners of Children and Families, CONSUMER
PROTECTION, Correction, Education, Higher
Education, Mental Health and Addiction Services,
Public Health, Public Safety and Social Services

and the Insurance Commissioner, or their
designees; (3) the Chief Court Administrator, or
his designee; (4) the chairman of the Board of

EXPLANATION OF ESTIMATES:

Since the bill would expand the number of eligible
consumers to whom the Commissioner of Consumer
Protection can pay restitution from the Home
Improvement Guaranty Fund, additional costs are
expected to result. The extent of the additional costs
is not known, however it is anticipated to be minimal
and thus can be handled within the normal resources of
the fund.

The bill also makes numerous minor changes to areas
under the responsibility of the Department of Consumer
Protection. It is anticipated that these changes will
be minimal, and thus can be absorbed within the current
budgeted resources

PHARMACY, BOXING, THE CONNECTICUT ALCOHOL AND DRUG

JURISDICTION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF CONSUMER PROTECTION

SUMMARY: This bill (1) allows a consumer who had a
contract with an unregistered home improvement
corporation to get restitution from the Home
Improvement Guaranty Fund if he meets certain
conditions, (2) allows pharmacies to stay open when a
pharmacist is not present under certain conditions, (3)
changes the maximum length of amateur and professional
boxing exhibitions and reduces a referee’s authority to

act in certain instances, (4) eliminates the minimum
age to attend a boxing exhibition ‘when a minor is
accompanied by a parent, (5) allows the consumer

protection commissioner to charge prorated guaranty
fund fees in the same way he may charge prorated fees
for the credentials he issues, (6) makes the
commissioner a member of the Connecticut Alcohol and
Drug Policy Council, and (7) makes several other minor
changes.

EFFECTIVE DATE: October 1, 1998
FURTHER EXPLANATION

Home Tmprovement Contractors

The bill allows the consumer protection commissioner to
pay restitution from the Home Improvement Guaranty Fund
to a consumer who had a contract with an unregistered
corporation if (1) the owner obtains a judgment against
the corporation, (2) a corporate officer is registered,
and (3) the owner had reason to believe that both the
contractor and the corporation were registered when the
contract was signed. Under current law, the
commissioner may pay restitution from. the guaranty fund
only if the consumer had a contract with a registered
contractor or one who was registered within the
two-year period before entering the contract.

The bill allows the commissioner to restore a
contractor’s registration even if he failed to renew it
more than one year after it expired.
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Pharmacies

Current law prohibits pharmacies from being open unless
they are under the direct supervision of a pharmacist
on the premises. The bill creates an exception. It
requires the commissioner to adopt regulations, in
accordance with the Uniform Administrative Procedure
Act, specifying when during business hours a pharmacy
may be open while a pharmacist is not present and
directly supervising it. The regulations must include
(1) a requirement that the prescription department be
closed and properly secured when the pharmacist is not
present; (2) the minimum number of operating hours
applicable to the prescription department; (3)
requirements for the physical security of the
prescription department and the legend drugs,
controlled substances, and legend devices stored in all
areas of the pharmacy; and (4) a definition of
"prescription department."

The bill subjects violators of the 1laws requiring
nonresident pharmacies to register and requiring
pharmacists to keep pharmacy records confidential to
the same criminal penalties that apply to all other
provisions of the Pharmacy Practice Act: five years in
prison, a fine of up to $5,000, or both.

Prorated Fees

The law allows the consumer protection commissioner to
charge a one-time prorated fee for any new credential
issued on or after he established a staggered renewal
schedule. The bill extends this to include guaranty
fund fees. The department administers the Home
Improvement Guaranty Fund and the Health Club Guaranty
Fund. The Real Estate Commission, within the
department, administers the Real Estate Guaranty Fund.

Boxing

The bill permits boxing exhibitions and wrestling bouts
to take place between 11:30 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. and on
Christmas, Good Friday, Memorial Day, and Veterans’
Day.

The bill (1) increases the maximum length of an amateur
boxing exhibition from three two-minute rounds to five
three-minute rounds, (2) decreases the maximum length
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of a professional boxing exhibition from 15 to 12
rounds, (3) eliminates the requirement that a referee
complete a mandatory standing eight-count if a boxer
who has been knocked down gets up before a 10-second
count, and (4) eliminates the referee’'s statutory
authority to order a standing eight-count if a
contestant is taking a severe beating and is apparently
defenseless. Under current law, a standing eight-count
must be treated as a knockdown for all purposes,
including scoring.

It eliminates the minimum age to attend a boxing
exhibition when accompanied by a parent. The Ilaw
generally prohibits anyone younger than 18 to be
admitted to a professional boxing exhibition, but it
allows someone 14 or older to be admitted if
accompanied by a parent. The bill allows children of
any age to be admitted if accompanied by a parent.

Controlled Substance Registration

The law requires medical practitioners who administer
or dispense controlled substances to register with the
Department of Consumer Protection (DCP). The bill makes
controlled substance registration annual rather than
biennial and reduces the fee from $25 for two years to
$10 for one. It eliminates the fee waiver for licensed
wholesalers, licensed manufacturers, and licensed or
registered laboratories.

Refrigerated Lockers

The bill eliminates the requirement that refrigerated
locker plant operators obtain a license from the DCP.
The law authorizes the commissioner to adopt
regulations and to inspect the plants. Currently, there
are no licensed refrigerated locker plants.
